PROTOCOL OF INTENT
BETWEEN
MOSCOW HUMANITARIAN ECONOMIC UNIVERSITY
AND
BELJING YOUTH POLITICS COLLEGE

The Moscow Humanitarian Economic University and the Beijing Youth Politics
College (collectively, the Parties and each, individually, a Party), state their
intentions concerning their further cooperation and agree on the following.

The Parties acknowledge the positive results of cooperation between the Russian
Federation and the People's Republic of China in the area of education and culture.

2. Based on their experience the Parties are seeking to develop mutually beneficial
cooperation in the field of international academic cooperation between the
Moscow Humanitarian Economic University and Beijing Youth Politics College.

The Parties will cooperate in developing friendship and mutual interests on a
reciprocal basis of respect for the independence and equal status of each side.

4. The Parties agree to:

a) exchange academic materials and information;

b) mutually receive educational visits by university members and researchers;

e) engage in other activities to better enhance mutual understanding and
cooperation like currricula development, administrative staff cooperation, etc.

f) no tuition fee shall be charged by either partner to students admitted as
exchange students.
